Preventive Measures: Best 
practices for handwashing 

Wet your hands with water.


Apply enough soap to cover them.



Rinse.

Dry your hands with a disposable towel. 


Turn off the water using the disposable towel.
  


Wash your hands for 20 seconds by:




• Rubbing your hands together. 


• Rub the backs of both hands.


• Clean in between all your fingers. 


• Scrubbing under your fingernails.
